United States v. Scott, Petition at the CAAF denied March 3, 2022. 

 

In United States v. Dial and United States v. Ferriera, writs are still pending at 

ACCA, with the trial proceedings stayed. The Army Court of Criminal Appeals has 

scheduled an oral argument for April 14, 2022 (en banc) (case documents here). In 

United States v. Westcott, No. ACM 39936, 2022 CCA LEXIS 156 (A. F. Ct. Crim. App. 

Mar. 17, 2022) (memorandum op.), at least one judge of the court would hold that the 

Appellant was denied the right to a unanimous “jury” finding of guilt. Slip op. at *108.
